e Residents must follow requirements for candidate registration, certification, and
examination of the ACVAA as outlined online (www.acvaa.orq).

e Training Log requirements (per ACVAA Residency Requirements): Logs should be
submitted to the Program Leader every 6 months and to the ACVAA Executive Secretary
annually (at the end of the 1st and 2nd 12 month period of the residency). These
documents will be reviewed by the Residency Training Committee and with other
credentials materials in “Application to sit the Certifying Exam.” For those Residents
applying to sit the Certifying Exam during the 3rd year of their residency, a final log must
be submitted to the ACVAA Executive Secretary upon completion of the training program
and before they are allowed to complete the certifying exam process.

e Outside rotations (per ACVAA Residency Requirements): In addition to the weeks of
clinical anesthesia, the program should allow the Resident to work with and learn from
specialty-trained individuals in areas such as internal medicine, pain management, critical
care medicine, human anesthesia, cardiology, diagnostic imaging and laboratory,
zoological and exotic animal clinical services. The ACVAA does not REQUIRE other
rotations but suggests that the ACVAA residency program allow/encourage the resident
to work with other specialties. We have scheduled 4 weeks in the first and second years
of the program and 2 weeks in the third year to allow the resident to work in other specialty
areas.
