The program director will submit a semi annual evaluation (every 6 months) of the candidates
progress to the ACVR Residency Standards and Evaluation Committee.

e The board examination for radiation oncology is a single examination which is taken after the
residency program is completed and credentials are accepted by ACVR Residency Standards and
Evaluation Committee. The examination is in September of each year.
